STATEMENT OF REASONS

A12 Layby, Wickham Market
(Prohibition of Use for Unauthorised Vehicles)
(Experimental Order)

THE AUTHORITY'S REASONS for the above-mentioned Order are as follows:
Sizewell C under Article 24 of the ‘The Sizewell C (Nuclear Generating Station) Order 2022’ (“the Order”) wish to limit access to the Layby (as described), allowing Authorised Vehicles Only. Authorised Vehicles will consist of Emergency Vehicles (inc Police, Fire and medical vehicles) and Abnormal Indivisible Load (AIL) vehicles who are carrying out activities in relation to the construction of Sizewell C. 
The restriction will be placed on all other vehicles to provide safe Access and Egress to AIL vehicles, whose abnormal size or loads may cause safety issues, unless escorted through the area’s road network by appropriately signed convoy vehicles. 
Further reasons for the authority’s proposals are:
· For avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising
· For facilitating the passage on the road or other road for any class of traffic (including pedestrians)
· For preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs
