1) Speed limit reduction to 50mph   

WSP has been appointed by Sizewell C on behalf of Suffolk County Council to develop Traffic Regulation Orders (TROs), under the Traffic Regulation Act 1984 for the AD2 (Local Roads) works, as required by The Sizewell C (Nuclear Generating Station) Order 2022 and its associated Deed of Obligation. The AD2 (Local Roads) package delivers essential infrastructure and community improvements. The proposed TROs form a critical part of these works, ensuring safe and sustainable transport solutions while enhancing the local environment.

As part of this process, we are seeking your views on the above-named scheme. The proposed scheme introduces one key traffic regulation measure and a notifiable measure in the area, namely a 50mph speed limit on the A12 as well as the on and off slip roads and a lane narrowing:
1) Implementation of a 50mph Speed Limit 
A) From a point 26 metres south of the Northbound Slip Road off the A12 near Wickham Market, then 1273.4 metres east along the A12.  
B) Then on the Northbound off slip of the A12, signed Hacheston and Campsea Ashe, near to Wickham Market for the entire length, or 366 metres, to a point 10 metres away from the existing junction with B1078 Ashe Road.
C) Then from a point 357.5 metres from the roundabout on the B1078 Main Road/B1116 The Street, in a Northeasterly direction along the slip road, for 311 metres to its convergence with the A12 on the northbound side.   

2) Lane Narrowing
Related to this order will be a ‘narrowing’ of lanes (or removal of the outside/offside lane) from a distance of 275 metres northeast of the start point of the main A12 speed limit change. This will be achieved through road signs and road markings, which will be enforceable through the highway code but does not form ‘part’ of this ‘Order’ (TRO).
